Practising will NOT be allowed, any competitor, in the opinion
of the organisers, speeding, or performing handbrake turns or
the like, in the paddock or surrounding area may be excluded.

D.61 Marking and Penalties

Marking and penalties will be as printed in Table 1 except
where amended as follows:

(¢) “Not performing a test correctly, etc” +20 seconds
(d) “Striking any pylon, etc per mistake” + 5 seconds
(e) “Failing to cross or stop at any line, etc” + 5 seconds

Wrong Tests - D.20 is replaced by the following

A test shall be deemed to have been performed correctly
providing that before the car crosses the finish line all
mandatory manoeuvres, including lines, as shown on the
diagram have been performed or crossed in the correct order
and direction as required by the diagram, regardless of any
additional manoeuvres or lines that may have been included or
crossed at any time.

C.a.64 A novice will be defined as a driver who has
not previously won a class or overall award in an Autotest or
similar competition of National 'B', equivalent or higher status.

D.13 Pylons may be less than 1 metre in height.

D.41 As the whole event takes place on private
property vehicles need not be licenced.

D.34 A vehicle may be entered twice to be driven by
different drivers but no driver may drive more than one vehicle.

27. A.29 Entry fees will only be refunded if notice of
withdrawal is given in writing. Where notice of withdrawal is
received before 27" May 2008 entry fees will be refunded in
full, after that date refunds, up to a maximum of £15, will be
made at the discretion of the organisers.

28. Please make sure your car is properly silenced to comply with
General Regulation C.b.23
